As of 1st May, we made the difficult decision to increase bar prices—our
first adjustment in over 18 months.

This change was driven by a significant rise in operating costs, including:

 A large increase in the minimum wage
 Higher National Insurance contributions
 A lower threshold for when these contributions apply

Together, these changes resulted in an 11% increase in our wage bill. In
response, the bar tariff was adjusted by an average of 3.5% to help offset
the impact.

We want to extend a big thank you to all members for your
understanding and continued support. These decisions are never easy, but
they are made with the long-term sustainability of the club in mind.

One of the biggest challenges I’ve faced so far as Secretary has
been unauthorised parking at the club entrance and around the garages.
After exploring several options, I’m pleased to share that we’ve found
a zero-cost solution thanks to David Seery from Local Carpark
Management.
Here’s how it will work:

 A tablet will be installed in the
foyer where members and guests can
enter their vehicle registration number. This
will grant a free 24-hour parking pass.

 QR codes will be placed in the bowls huts, offering 5 hours of free
parking for players and visitors.

 There will be ample grace time for taxis and friends doing drop-offs
or pick-ups—so no risk of fines for brief visits.

I’ll keep all members informed on the activation date.
For those who already have physical passes displayed in their car
windows, don’t worry—these will still be honoured. Staff will add your
registration number to a register to ensure there are no issues during the
validity of your pass.
